MINUTES — JuLY 13, 2012

Chair Falstad called the July 13, 2012, meeting to order at 10:00 am
at 700 SW Harrison, Auditorium A, Suite 450, Topeka, Kansas.
Commissioners Falstad, Shultz, Shadwick, and McKinney were
present at the meeting. Others present included executive director
Richard Petersen-Klein, director of security Don Brownlee; director
of administration/finance Kathy Lewis; general counsel Judith
Taylor; director of information technology Bill Smith; recording
secretary Linda Pendarvis and other staff.

Commissioner Shultz (McKinney) moved to approve the agenda as
presented. Motion passed unanimously.

Commissioner Shultz (McKinney) moved to approve the minutes of
the June 15, 2012, commission meeting subject to review of
recording and amendment, if necessary. Motion passed
unanimously. Review of recording confirmed the minutes of June
15, 2012, commission meeting were accurate as presented.

Commissioner McKinney (Shultz) moved to approve the consent
agenda as submitted. Motion passed unanimously.

Sharon Stroburg, general manager of the Boot Hill Casino and
Resort, reported that:
e Revenue for the month of June was approximately 12%
greater than last year and 28% over budget.
e Construction continues for the 216 slots expansion, which is
projected to open on September 1, 2012,

Scott Cooper, general manager for the Kansas Star Casino, reported:

e Construction for phase 1B is progressing on schedule.

e To date, $42M in sub-contracts has been awarded, of which
89% has been to Kansas contractors.

e Slot revenues were down from May 2.8% (handle) and .3%
(win). Table game win was down 8% from May.

e The Poker Room is averaging $5,058/day, which is equal to
the average over the past three months.

e Exchange of 101 new slot machines has been completed.

e Players Club membership is now over 130,000.

e The Kansas Star currently employees 570 people.

Bob Sheldon, General Manager for the Hollywood Casino at the
Kansas Speedway, reported that:
e During the month of June, overall business volumes were
about equal to the month of May.
e Slots had a slightly lower hold percentage, and revenue
decreased about 3.7% compared to May.
e Table games revenue increased 14.3%, mostly due to
increased hold percentage over the previous month.

The commission heard Angela Hagen, Director of Behavioral Health
Services at the Department for Aging and Disability Services, report
on FY 2012 revenues, FY 2012 expenditures, and FY 2013 budget as
they relate to the 2% Problem Gambling and Other Addictions Fund.
Commissioner McKinney pointed out that the problem gambling
fund is a no limit fee fund, thus the $740,000 budget could go up due
to increased gaming revenue and suggested that KDADS consider
this.

In mid-May, Boyd Gaming Corporation entered into an agreement to
acquire Peninsula Gaming, the owner of the Kansas Star Casino. The
commission heard Keith Smith, President and CEO of Boyd Gaming,
give a presentation introducing their company. He also introduced
Bill Boyd, executive chairman and co-founder of Boyd Gaming;
Marianne Johnson, executive vice president and vice-chair of the
board; and Brian Larson, general counsel and executive vice
president.

Mr. Petersen-Klein presented the quarterly reports on staff out-of-
state travel, licensing, and illegal gambling.

Chair Falstad called for public comments. There were none.

Mr. Petersen-Klein reported that:

e The Governor has appointed a new commissioner, Eileen
King. She is currently Riley County Treasurer and has held
that position since 1985. Time for the confirmation hearing
has yet to be set. Ms. King will be replacing Glenn Braun,
who resigned from the commission to accept a judgeship in
the 23" Judicial District.

e KRGC has obtained the records for the Kansas Bred program.

e The State’s fiscal year ended June 30, and the budget process
IS now upon us. More information will be forthcoming.

K. S. A. 79-4715 The director of alcoholic beverage control of the department of revenue shall submit to the
Kansas racing and gaming commission semiannual activity reports concerning inspections and investigations
of bingo operations in this state.

During this period there were 91 reviews completed by compliance agents

Compliance violations during this period include:

K.S.A. 79-4705 (a) On dates prescribed by the administrator every operator shall make a return to the
administrator upon forms prescribed by the administrator.

Organizations failed to file reports on time. Sixty six fines were issued for failure to complete reports
by deadline.

K.S.A. 74-4706 (m) Each licensee shall keep a record of all games of bingo managed, operated or
conducted by it for a period of three years following the date the game is managed, operated or
conducted.

Compliance agent was performing a game audit review and found records were not available. A call
was made to the volunteer but he refused to comply. A fine was issued.

K.A.R. Any person engaged in the management, operation or conduct of a bingo game shall not also
participate as a player in the same bingo game.

A complaint was made that volunteers selling faces would then playing bingo. An investigation was
done and a fine was issued.

K.S.A. 79-4706 ( u) Receipts are to be deposited daily.
Warnings were given to the licensees by the agents when doing their game reviews. Several licensees
had failed to make their deposits within the 24 hour timeframe.

K.AR. 92-23-38 (a) Each licensee shall keep and maintain records that are necessary to determine
the amount of tax due and to determine that the games of bingo operated or conducted by the licensee
were operated or conducted in compliance with the bingo act. (7) the name and address of each
winner of a call bingo game in which the prize awarded was more than $100 in value, and of all
winners of prizes in disputed bingo games.

Awarning was given to the licensee by the agent doing the game review. The names and addresses of
the winners had not been recorded on their daily log.

ISSUE SUMMARY: In response to a citizen’s public comment at the May 11, 2012 commission
meeting, the Commission requested information about the State of Kansas possibly entering
into a reciprocal agreement with tribal casinos for data sharing and joint enforcement of
voluntary exclusion programs for problem gamblers. Currently, patrons who enter into the
State’s voluntary exclusion program (VEP) are only excluded from State-operated casinos.
Commission requests preliminary information about existing exclusion programs and tribal
casinos and issues involved in implementing such a program should tribal casinos be interested.
